The living room is 20’ x 20’ with a trayed ceiling trimmed in oak; it has a wood burning fireplace with a thermostatically controlled blower that will heat the house on a 30 degree day. The room has its own surround sound system for the 42” flat screen over the fireplace that stays with the home.

The 15’ x 12’ den is off the living room and has glass pocket doors

The master suite is 19’ x 16’ and includes a 6’ x 10’ walk-in closet. The bath is 10’ x 16’ with the double shower with body shots as well as the whirlpool tub with in-line heater and dedicated hot water heater

The guest bedroom is 13’ x 14’ with a 4’ x 6’ walk-in closet and 9’ x 12’ bath with shower  

The kitchen and dining area is 15’ x 16’ and is fully equipped with Maytag appliances, including a flat screen television. The doors in the dining area lead out to the rear covered porch. The area is approximately 15’ x 22’ and has fans, receptacles and lights for outdoor cooking.

The bar is separated from the dining area with glass pocket doors. The surround system in that room also control the master bedroom and bath, the kitchen, and the garage. The flat screen also stays. The bar was custom built by Jay and Cory Richardson and matches the 1/4 sawn oak kitchen cabinets. Included with the home is the cooler that hold 6 case cans and 4 case bottles, a 2005 Golden T-golf arcade game and the built-in safe that carries a lifetime warranty.  The bar exits directly to the garage or to a 1/2 bath that also exits to the laundry room.

The three car oversize garage measures 28’ x 34’ is well lit and has an abundance of receptacles. The doors are 16’ x 8’ and 10’ x 8’ (double insulated). The garage has three storage areas. The two hot water heaters and geo-thermal furnace are in the 9’ x 4’ storage area and there are 2 more closets measuring 5’ x 6’. The attic has lights and is accessed from the pull down ladder. The air compressor is located in attic with retracting hose in garage.
